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Celebrity Farinas from

the World of Film

early 70s is that the street scenes are filled with cars from my childhood
days, now regarded as classics. Having been lucky enough to be brought
up in a family where the family car was an Austin Cambridge through most of
the decade, it is small wonder that I developed a lasting affection for these cars.

There must be many films and TV series from this decade that show brief,
cameo appearances of BMC Farinas. I can think of a few, including The Fast
Lady from 1962 with a youthful Stanley Baxter learning to drive in a 1930s
supercharged open-topped Bentley, being coached in the art of driving her by
James Robertson Justice. A light grey and red Cambridge A55 Mk II pops up two
or thrée times in the background in the driving sequences. Early driving lessons
before the novice acquires the Bentley as The Fast Lady are taken in an Austin
A40 Farina.

Another fertile ground for car sequences is the Avengers, especially the later
episodes from 1965-67, shot in colour for the first time. I recall one of these
featuring a Morris Oxford VI in Trafalgar Blue and Cream.

In one episode of The Likely Lads from around 1973-4, James Bolam does a
stint of private hire work using a Hunter-shape Minx and manages to reverse
into an AG0 Cambridge in a car park.

In one of the Norman Wisdom films, On The Beat, 1962, the accident-prone
Norman Pitkin is dashed in his hopes of being a proper policeman, being
relegated to a washing attendant in Scotland Yard's car park, where there is a
fleet of black Wolseley 6/99s or 6/110s. Norman gets into trouble with the hose
and soaks the Chief Constable. This film is readily available on DVD for anyone
interested.

However, to my knowledge the only film where a Farina features strongly is
entitled The Deadly Affair. This film has not been shown for a long long time
on the regular channels and frustratingly, the video is now deleted. It is not
available at the time of writing on DVD. Some of the film’s sequences can
however be seen on www.turnerclassicmovies.com . I am endeavouring to get
hold of a refurbished used video, but for the meantime, the publicity
illustration shown of the Cambridge A55 Mark II with James Mason is included
in this article.

The car would have been five to six years old when the film was produced
in 1966. Disregarding any effect that light filters might have had in the shooting,
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ONE OF THE REASONS that I enjoy watching films from the 60s and



the colour appears to be Sutherland Green, probably with a light grey/fawn
interior. 1 have never seen a survivor in this colour scheme, though there are
one or two light grey and green two tone versions left.

The film was based on a novel by John Le Carre, who was a well known
espionage writer, another earlier film based on his story bemg the Spy Who
Came In from the Cold.

Perhaps one of the reasons that The Deadly A_]j‘azr has lapsed into obscurity
is that, unlike the James Bond films, it was a gritty, realistic espionage thriller,
devoid of humour and deliberately shot in murky, subdued light colour
photographic technique using the shabbiest London suburban streets. That
said, it was a well regarded film of its era with an international cast and with
some romantic interest. I am personally surprised that it has been overlooked,
whereas The Ipcress File from 1965, starring Michael Caine, is still shown fairly
frequently.

The story in The Deadly Affair centres around the apparent suicide of a
government officer, raising suspicions with Charles Dobbs (Mason), a security
agent who is taken off the case and so resigns and decides to investigate further.

He is assisted by
Inspector Mendel, played
by tough-man Harry
Andrews. It turns out that
Dobbs’ wife is having an
affair with a former friend
of his, played by Maxi-
milian Schell and an
intriguing web is spun as
the story unfolds.

There are numerous
sequences with Dobbs’
Austin Cambridge
featuring, but the most
noteworthy is when
Dobbs chases after a
suspect who has made off
in a pre-Farina MG Magnette. The filming camera inside the Cambridge is
dominant and the impression given is that the action takes place in the depths
of winter, with the roads being mucky and the windscreen wipers on. The
Austin is put through its paces, with Dobbs shoulders lurching from side to side
as he hauls it around the bends and plenty of obligatory tyre squeal. Dobbs
catches up with the MG after the driver stops at a hostelry and his suspicions
lead to him reaching down. to open the boot of the Magnette. As he attempts to
do so, he is dealt a blow from behind and lands up in hospital.

I would imagine that in its day, the Cambridge was the sort of modest,
unremarkable car that would have been considered appropriate for Dobbs. It
was a notable contrast to James Bond's all singing and dancing Aston Martin
DB5!
