SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

1. The M.G. Car Club, Midland Centre will organise a “Clubmans” single venue  CAR TRIAL  (was PCT)  on Sunday 25th   March 2012 at Berrows Farm/Lintridge Farm, Bromsberrow Heath, Glos. HR8 1PB.  Near Ledbury – close to J2, M50 (Map Ref. SO 742327).

2. The event will be held under the general regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), the Supplementary Regulations, and any written instructions issued for the event.

4. The event is open to members of  the M.G.CC, and also  MCC; Stroud & DMC;  Dellow Register; Ross +DMC; Pre –War A7 CC; Falcon MC; Buckler Register; BTRDA; Morgan SCC; MAC; VSCC: Kidderminster MCC; AWMMC;
5. All drivers must produce a valid club membership card. The scrutineer would like to see a current MOT certificate for the vehicle - if it has one - at signing-on/scrutineering. (T 10.1)

6. The programme of the meeting will be :-

Scrutineering begins at 0900 hrs.

Event starts at 1030 hrs.
Any competitor not signed on by 1000 hrs. may be excluded.

7. Public roads will NOT be used to link sections. There will be at least five sections on private land. Details will be issued at signing on. The entry will be split into groups of classes and start at different sections. There should be several rounds of the sections. Tyre pressures may be restricted, varied by class, as specified in Final Instructions/signing-on.
8. Competitors will be allocated into eight classes (similar to MSA Classic Trial Reg’s T 10) :-
1. Front engined, Front Wheel Drive Production Cars.

(1100, 1300, Mini, Metro, Maestro, Montego, Fiesta, Escort II, etc)

      2.  Pre-War Types,  plus Pre ’55 MG Midgets (may be sub-divided if over 4 starters per type) 
(Vintage, MMM, TA/B/C, SVW, Morgan 3w & 4/4s1, HRG, etc. plus TD, TF)

3. Front engined, Rear wheel drive production Saloons.

(YA, YB, ZA, ZB, Magnette, A35, Minor, Marina, Escort I,etc)

4. Rear engined,  Rear wheel drive prod’n Saloons <1300cc.

(Imp’s, VW Beetles, Skoda’s, etc)

Front engined, prod’n SPORTS CARS  (except if in 1,2,or 6) may be sub-divided if 4+ entries:-

 Over 84 inch wheelbase, (post’56 MGA/B/C/V8; Morgans, TR’s, etc, also MGF)

Sports Cars up to and inc. 84” wheelbase. (Midgets, Sprites, etc)

9. All vehicles must comply with the MSA Technical Regulations, except CT tech regs T 11 are replaced by the equivalent CRTregs in T 10, also vehicles need not be taxed – private land.
