Editor's note — This car was listed on e-bay akmoyear ago. | don’'t know the final selling pricéhe
following article is the description that appeavéth the listing.

The J.S. Inskip Inc was an east coast importemifue European automobiles that was started in the
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1930's. In the late 1940's, Inskip became thecsssdt importer and distributor for MG. Inskip regted
that MG built a 4 seat version of the T.D. Howevlee small British companies did not have the
manufacturing resources to comply. Inskip perakitfeat there was a market for a 4 seat touring car
similar to the earlier MG-Y. In skip took 12 T.Cdsd performed the Inskip conversion. The chasas w
lengthened by 10 inches, drive shaft and brakess limere lengthened, new running boards and doors
were fabricated and, of course, new front and seats were fitted. Although it is not know how many
Inskip T.D's are know to survive, this car #TD 2828 one of the 12 that were produced. It is a
beautifully restored example sporting a deep reusHi, a black leather interior and a black cloth
convertible top. Inskip added a unique Lion ramliadrnament to each of the 12 cars. This car still
retains this rare item. The car is equipped whin throme side spear unique to the Inskip, tegp dro
running boards, wire wheels, chrome luggage raoff,l&mps, tri-bar headlamps and a complete set of
side curtains.
