Anti-Freeze for Cars

(this article lifted from MG Car Club Central Newrdey Centre)

nless you have an old VW bug or a Corvair, or livehe tropics, you need anti-freeze in your
car’'s cooling system. We use ethylene glycol todhay it wasn’t always that way.

Back in the 1920s, they use alcohol, glycerin,alciam chloride. Each of these had drawbacks. rOve

time, ethylene glycol evolved and is the anti-fieeedost people use today in their cars. (The 1920

automotive technical manual | have commented tet thought the “engine of the future” would be air

cooled.)

What is ethylene glycol? It is a colorless, odsslesyrupy, alcohol derivative that is slightly iea than
water (specific gravity of 1.1 — water’s is 1.0hdamixes with water. Plus, what you buy off thelsh
likely contains corrosion inhibitors and an antifising agent. Not only does it lower the freeziogmp

of your coolant, but is raises the boiling pointleé mixture, too. But don’t run 100% ethyleneagll it
must be mixed with water. A 70% E.G. to 30% water mgixes maximum winter protection, but a 50/50
mix is normal. (note — freezing/boiling temps {F) for pure water are 32/212, for a 50/50 mix,-23/2
and for a 70/30 mix, -55/235)

Hazards — Ethylene glycol is sweet tasting pois®hkere have been cases of people mixing it witheswe
drinks to kill others! If an animal drinks someathyour car has leaked, it may die. Annually, dbou
90,000 animals and 4,000 children suffer adverdectf from it, including death. It also causes
cardiovascular failure and brain damage. It iatre¢ly safe to handle, just don’t drink any.

Alternatives — One alternative, but more expensigepropylene glycol. It has similar anti-freeze
properties, but is nontoxic. It even is used inandhome water drinking systems as an anti-freere f
winter storage.

Checking and Replenishing — The most accurate wagheck your cooling system for anti-freeze
protection is with an anti-freeze hydrometer. Msstvice stations and garages will have one. Since
ethylene glycol is heavier than water, the conediuin of mix can be checked with this floatatiowide.

It may also include a thermometer for temperatuneection. Another way — and cheaper way — is to
buy a small bulb tester that has a number of diffecolored little balls of different densities ibfes its
glass tube. It is not as accurate, but “good ehdudust suck a sample of the mix into it, and wbich
balls float and which sink. Then, look at the ¢Hasually printed right on the glass tube) and thee
approximate mix and protection you have.

The ethylene glycol itself doesn’t break down mumler time, but the rust inhibitor does. Thus,
Prestone recommends that every five years — 000B0niles — you drain the cooling system, flusbuit
with a flushing agent, and refill it with new afiteeze. It also recommended that you use
uncontaminated water (void of acids, minerals,.e@jstilled water or even water from a de-humigkifi

is fine. And don’t dump the old anti-freeze intetground! Dispose of it properly. Most countiese
some sort of chemical collection program.

Generally, there are two mixes of ethylene glyaoltlve shelf in most stores today. Be sure to thad
label. One is “Full Strength,” that you have toxmiiith water yourself. There will be a chart ore th
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container for how to mix it with water for the peation you want. The other is “Pre-Mixed.” |teddy
is pre-mixed with water to a specific lever, usyallbut not always — a 50/50 mix. This saves yw t
hassle of mixing, but you're essentially payingiater.

If you have to top off your radiator, make sure ymldl anti-freeze mix and not just water. If yostjadd
water, you'll be diluting the mix and loosing proten.

Although anti-freeze is good for cars, if the driveas a bit too much of human anti-freeze at tloallo
pub, let someone else do the driving.
