This was & first time that had happened, with similar s@jnd
but the loss of power was much less than what |éxmrienced on previous occasions and the sound
was not as pronounced, giving me slight hope thelm it was not actually the head gasket that had
failed. The group managed to drive into Coloradd atop at the first rest area and Welcome Center,
twelve miles inside the Colorado state line, albéi reduced rate of only about 50 mph.

While Ryan was off acquiring a compression testewyire brush, additional sets of spark plugs for
spares, and a few other needed items, the party/teot was extracted from the Looft’s trailer and
setup, so that if a head gasket replacement wakedeé could be at least accomplished in the ikedat
shade of the tent. Once the compression was testegressure was measured in cylinder 2 or 3,
indicating the gasket was blown between cylindan@ 3 and the teardown began. After removing the
carburetors, | began the head removal and Terrytlbmman tearing the front carburetor down to Fie t
problem of a stuck jet assembly that turned indbating when the mixture adjusting nut was turned.

Once the head was off it was easy to
see that as suspected, the gasket was
blown right between cylinder 2 and 3.
Meanwhile, Terry was successful in
freeing the stuck jet assembly and
checking both carburetors for easy
free play and motion between the
piston, needle, and jet. With the
problems experienced before with
several club members, and the
changing of head gaskets required
from time to time, | did include with
the spare parts inventory carried to
Breckenridge, two spare head gaskets.

Once everything was reassembled, |
voted to throw the old head gasket
away, but | was overruled with the

No other serious problems wer
encountered during the rest of the tri
except for the high altitude tuning that w4
required when the altitude approachd
12,000 feet at Lookout Mountain an
Loveland Pass.
